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Introduction 
 
D2 StoreFront allows you to quickly and easily add new products to your store database. The process 
for adding new downloadable and shipped items is outlined below. 
 

Configure Product Categories 
 
It is a good idea to separate your products into logical categories to assist users in locating the 
product they are looking for.  
 
In the example below we are adding a new motorcycle helmet to our product range so we want to 
create a new category called ‘Helmets’. To do this, we go to Sales ��� �  Store Settings ��� �  Product 
Categories  using the navigation menu within the D2 StoreFront admin interface. This will open up a 
screen similar to the following: 
 

 
 
As you will notice if you have not created any categories, the only option available for ‘Parent 
Category’ is ‘All’. This is the root category and cannot be deleted. 
 
We add the new category ‘Helmets’ but then decide we would like to split this category as we sell 2 
types of helmet ‘Full Face’ and ‘Open Face’ so it would be nice of we could have a separate category 
for these. 
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To do this, simply create 2 new categories named ‘Full Face’ and ‘Open Face’ and instead of leaving 
the Parent Category at ‘All’, we instead set the Parent Category to be ‘Helmets’. 
 
This creates 2 sub-categories within ‘Helmets’ as shown below: 
 

 
 
This new category hierarchy will be reflected in your store and you can view the changes by 
selecting: Sales �  View StoreFront as shown in the following screengrab: 
 
Note that any categories with a Parent of ‘All’ are classed as top level categories and will appear in 
the left hand navigation menu in your store with and sub-categories accessible via a flyout menu. 
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Once you have your categories set up, you can move on to adding some actual products. 
 

Adding New Products 
 
To add a new product to your store database, select Sales ��� �  Add Products or Downloads from the 
navigation menu. This will open up a screen asking if you wish to add a downloadable or physical 
product. For the purposes of this example document we are going to add a physical product. 
 
We select ‘Tangible Goods’ from the available options and are presented with a form to fill in. Each 
option on the form should be self explanatory. 
 
We fill in the details of our product and select the ‘Full Face’ category we created earlier. 
 
The following screenshot shows the completed form: 
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Be sure to add a product weight as this is used to calculate shipping prices. 
 
We have also browsed our local machine and selected 2 pictures of this product which will be 
uploaded along with the product details. Try to keep image file sizes as small as possible to reduce 
load times on your store pages. Recommended size for image 1 (this is used for the product 
thumbnail image) is 150x150 pixels for optimum quality. 
 
We Click ‘Add New Product’ and the details are added to the database: 
 
This product should now appear in your store as shown in the following screengrab. Note – If no 
images appear make sure you have adequate permissions set on your D2Storefront\ProdImages  
directory to allow the file upload. If you do not then the ASP.NET process will be denied access to 
physically add the file. 
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We have now added the new helmet to the product range but we have different colours and sizes in 
stock so how do we let the customer select which style they want? 
 

Adding Product Options 
 
A product can optionally have different options associated with it. These will appear as a dropdown 
list alongside the product that the customer can select from when purchasing. 
 
To add product options we go to: Sales ��� �  View All Products , then select the product we wish to 
add options for. Then click the ‘Edit This Product’  link and then the ‘Click here to add/edit product 
size/colour options’ link. 
 
This opens a form where you can add different options. For this example, we have 3 colours of 
helmet and different size options for each so we add the options as shown in the following 
screengrab: 
 
 

 
 
So we now have a series of options such as:  
 
‘Red/Black – Large’, ‘Red/Black – Small’, ‘Blue/White – Small’ etc. If we refresh our store view we will 
now see that these options are available for selection alongside the product as shown in the following 
screengrab: 
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Note, at this time it is unfortunately not possible to alter the product price based on selected option eg 
you cannot specify that the XL size is £1.00 more expensive that the other options but this is planned 
for a future update to D2 StoreFront. 
 
Your new product is now ready for sale. Products can be edited at any time by going to Sales ��� �  
View All Products and selecting the edit link.  
 
Adding downloadable products is near enough the same process as that outlined above.
